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After you create the duplicate, use the Left Arrow key to move the copied ellipse to the 
      left so that it lines up with the first ellipse but is offset below it, like this:

     These look like two saucers. To create the right angles on the edges of the table, create a 

long thin rectangle the same color and width as the ellipses: 
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9. 
Use the arrow keys and/or the Pointer Tool to move the thin rectangle to the center of the 


two table tops. Zoom in to arrange it. Send the thin rectangle behind the ellipses:

Select the dark (second) ellipse and take off the border line from this object only. 

      Select the dark ellipse, click Pencil color (  select Transparent Button   
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TABLE LEGS 
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11. Select the Rectangle tool to create a leg, keeping the same wood grain
      Bucket fill used above.  


Tools ( Vector ( Rectangle 

Draw a rectangle about 150 to 175 pixels long and 10 pixels wide. 


Duplicate this leg. 


Create another rectangle that is about 20 pixels longer. 


Duplicate this leg also. 

12.  Move your legs to the table, with the top of each leg resting above the table top until you


get the legs arranged. Look at a table or the photo of one to get the perspective right. 


For this part of the exercise, you may want to turn on the Grid. 



Click View ( Grid ( Show Grid 
13. Select each leg (one at a time or altogether) and send the legs to the back, so that their tops 


disappear behind the table.    


Click Modify ( Arrange ( Send to Back 
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Hooray, you now have a table!
